It is a vital step in this compliance task that these FFRs agree with the financial
records, both appropriation accounts and receivable balances. Accordingly, all
agencies/departments are required to submit FFR's for their agency/department to
DOAIDivision of Accounts/Federal Branch Section for their review. If journal entries
are required, these should be submitted at the same time to support the numbers
submitted in the FFR. The FFRs should be submitted at least three (3) days before
the FFR reporting date.

Periodic submission of Federal Financial Reports (Form SF425) is a vital part of the
Federal Funding process. These must be completed timely and accurately by
agencies/departments to ensure that we receive these funds quickly and in full.
Most departments have experienced increases in federal receivables for FY 2020
and every compliance requirement should be fulfilled to turn these receivables into
cash.
